	[T] Miss Hunsberger – Good morning class. We are students from K-State and we will be teaching class today. My name is Miss Hunsberger and I want to teach middle or high school FACS after I graduate from K-State and my favorite fairy tale is Pocahontas because I used to collect native Americans figurine when I was little.
[T] Mrs. Wilson – My name is Mrs. Wilson and I want to teach high school Spanish after I graduate from K-State. My favorite fairy tale is Cinderella because my favorite aunt always read the story to me and I always dreamed to married a prince.
[T] Mr. Lindstrom – My name is Mr. Lindstrom and I want to teach middle school or high school Social Studies after I graduate from K-State. My favorite fairy tale is the Pipe Piper because is a story my mom read to me when I was little.
[T] Mr. Knapp – My name is Mr. Knapp and I want to teach high school Agriculture after I graduate from K-State. My favorite fairy tale is Peter Pan because you wanted to fly and you did not want to grow up.
[T] Mr. Lindstrom – Before we get started with our lesson today, we want to hand out construction paper and please fold it hot dog style. You have 30 seconds to write down your name on both sides and place it on the outside of the desk. (Please write down big so we can read your names).

	1. Anticipatory Set

[T] Mr. Knapp – Today, you all are going to learn about the history of fairy tales. To start our lesson we have a video to show. Please pay attention while the video is playing.
[S] Watch the video.
[T] Mr. Knapp - What are some special characteristics of fairy tales?
[T] Mr. Knapp – What is favorite fairy tale and why? Please share in your groups your favorite fairy tale and why?
[S] Students will answer this question randomly.

[T] Mr. Knapp – Mr. Lindstrom will tell you about the first fairy tales written in the world.

	[T] Mr. Lindstrom- Before we begin, we are providing you with foldable. Each foldable has six tabs. Please write down any new information that you are learning during our presentation in the foldable. At the end of each section, we will have checkpoints, but you are more than welcome to write down any more notes in the area provided for each section.

[T] Mr. Lindstrom- Can anybody tell me, what do you think a fairy tale is?


[S] Students will answer the question.

[T] Mr. Lindstrom –The fairytales you may know today are not the same stories that where told many years ago. Originally fairy tales were told orally, because they were told orally, there is little in terms of records about how far fairy tales go back. The tales of the past where also dark, adult-themed stories. Famous stories such as Rumpelstiltskin, Little Red Riding Hood, and The Pied Piper, and even famous Disney movies such as The Little Mermaid, Snow White, and Sleeping Beauty where originally contained much more violence and entertainment geared towards adults.
 
[T] Mr. Lindstrom – The oldest written fairy tale is The Tale of Two Brothers. This fairy tale is from ancient Egypt and discusses kingship and the connection between pharaohs and gods.
 
[T] Mr. Lindstrom - Cupid and Psyche was written by Apuleius and the story is very similar in nature to Beauty and the Beast. A.D. 200 – 300.
 
[T] Mr. Lindstrom – The first known version of Cinderella in the world was written in China.
[[T] We will take a tour to four countries in Europe: France, Germany, Denmark and England. We will take you to these four countries to explore the world of fairy tales.
[T] Mr. Knapp will take you to France.

	[T]  Mr. Knapp - Perrault launched his career into children's literature when he published Fairy Tales from Bygone Eras which he subtitled The Tales of Mother Goose. Can anybody tell me any of the stories that come from Perrault’s book? No? Well, there were 8 main stories and I am sure you all will recognize and know 4 of them by heart. 
[T] Mr. Knapp - The story of Little Red Riding Hood as told by Charles Perrault might be different then the version many of you know.  In Perrault’s version there is a similar cast of characters with Little Red Riding, her grandmother, and some woodcutters in the forest. That all sounds pretty normal right? 
[T] Mr. Knapp - Little Red Riding Hood is walking through the forest on her way to her grandmother’s house delivering some cakes and butter when she runs into The Big Bad Wolf. The Big Bad Wolf asks her where she is going and she responds by telling the wolf that she is on her way to her grandmothers. The wolf being tricky tells her that they should take separate ways there and see who makes it first and sends her on a longer route. The wolf sneaks ahead of Little Red Riding Hood to her grandmother’s house and eats her and disguises himself as the grandmother. Little Red Riding Hood takes her time along the way picking flowers and gathering nuts and chasing butterflies.  Not long after the wolf gets settled in and disguised Little Red Riding Hood arrives and calls out to her grandmother, not knowing that the wolf had ate her. The wolf pretends to be the grandmother and calls back telling Little Red Riding Hood to come in and see her, to which she does. When she gets into the house and to what she believes to be her grandmothers side Little Red Riding Hood says, “My what big arms you have” to which the Wolf Replies all the better to hug you with. This conversation goes on covering the Wolfs big legs, ears, eyes, and lastly teeth, all the while Little Red Riding Hood never catches on. When Little Red Riding Hood says, “My what big teeth you have,” to which the wolf replies “all the better to eat you with” and the wolf gobbles her right up and the story is over.

[T] Perrault’s version of story does not end as pleasantly for the characters that would be considered good guys in the story. Not only does the grandmother get eaten by the wolf, but, Little Red Riding Hood herself also gets eaten by the wolf and there is no happy ending to the story. Perrault did this for a reason. He wanted the readers to walk away having learned a lesson from his fairy tale. In the groups you are sitting with at your table, please discuss with one another and try and come up with some morals or lessons that could be taken away from this fairy tale.

[T] What is something you learned? You have two minutes to discuss in your groups and then I am going to call on one person from each group to share.

[S] Students discuss in their groups something they have learned from the Little Red Riding Hood.

[T] Perrault had a very specific lesson he wanted to leave the readers with, so specific that he wrote it out plain and simple at the end of the story. He stresses for young girls, especially very pretty ones, to not listen or talk to strangers, especially men, because they are predatory and should not be trusted.  As you can see, fairy tales weren’t always the happy stories that they are today. Now I am going to turn it over to Mrs. Wilson where you will be taking a trip to Germany.
[T] Mrs. Wilson will take you to Germany

	[T] Mrs. Wilson - In Germany, two brothers named Jacob and Wihelm Grimm published a collection of fairy tales called “Childhood and Household Tales” in 1812 - 1815. This book contained great tales like:
[T] Mrs. Wilson - The story of a brother and sister who were very poor and their father was a woodcutter. They were so poor that their father’s wife convinced him to leave the children in the woods. The brother and sister wondered in the woods for many days and were very hungry. The found a house made of gingerbread and candy and started to eat the candy off the house. Do you know the name of this fairy tale?

[S] Hansel and Gretel

[T] Many famous fairy tales were written in Germany like: Snow White, Rapunzel and Rumpelstiltskin.

[T] I will tell you three main differences between the original Snow White and the modern Snow White. In the original one, the queen was the mother of Snow White. In the modern one, she was the stepmother of Snow White. In the original version, the dwarfs did not have names. In the original, the dwarfs have names. In the original one, the queen dies from dancing. In the original one, she dies when the dwarfs pushed her off the cliff.

[T] In your groups, discuss the following question, if you have the opportunity to give Snow White a different end, what would it be? 

[S] Discuss in their groups and share their answers.

[T] Please put your pens down. You do not need to take notes. I will be taking you to Germany to the Fairy Tales road. Please turn off lights.

[T] Mrs. Wilson – use a google map to show the Fairy Tales road

[T] Mrs. Wilson -People in Germany love fairy tales so much that they have a Fairy Tale Road. This tour takes three to four days. 

[T] The first stop is Hanau. You can find there a Statue of the Brother. Next stop is Steinau and you can visit the Brother Grimm’s House. Next is Schwalmtadt the capital city of the Little Red Riding House. In Kassel, you can visit the Brother Grimm’s Museum. Our next stop is Sababurg Castle best known as Sleeping Beauty Castle. Trendelburg Turm or Rupenzel’s tower is our next stop. Our last stop is Bremmen.

[T] Please turn on lights. People from Germany loves Fairy Tales and I hope you enjoyed the Fairy Tales Road Tour.

[T] Mrs. Wilson - Next, Miss Hunsberger is taking you to Denmark.

	[T] Miss Hunsberger - Hans Christian Andersen was from Denmark. Throughout Andersen’s life, he created 168 fairy tales. 

[T] Miss Hunsberger - Now class, I would like you to look at this picture and try and figure out what fairy tale this is.

[S] Students see the picture and think about the answer.

[T] Miss Hunsberger - I then randomly call on students

[S] Students answer, The Ugly Duckling
[T] Miss Hunsberger – The Ugly Duckling was about bullying. The morale of the story was that just because someone looks different does not mean that they are different than you. Now class, I would like you to look at this picture and see if you know this fairy tale.

[S] Students look at picture.

[T] Miss Hunsberger - I then randomly call on students

[S] Students answer The Little Mermaid. 

[T] Miss Hunsberger - “Far out in the ocean, where the water is as blue as the prettiest cornflower, and as clear as crystal, it is very, very deep; so deep, indeed, that no cable couth fathom it…” The King of the Sea was widowed many years before. His mother lived with him and his six daughters. When the Little Mermaid is 15 she is allowed to swim to the surface to watch the world above. There is falls in love with a prince who was knocked off of a ship. Saving him from drowning, too. The Little Mermaid sees the sea witch for a potion to give her legs for her tongue. The prince and the Little Mermaid fall in love. Then the prince marries another princess. The Little Mermaid is heartbroken. Her sister’s bring her a knife from the sea witch. She is to kill the prince and let his blood drop on her feet so she can become a mermaid again. The Little Mermaid cannot bring herself to kill the prince and she throws herself into the ocean. She then becomes a daughter of the air. 

[T] Miss Hunsberger – Now, I would like you to look at the person sitting in front of you. Little Mermaid gave her tongue for her legs. So, I would like each of you to hold your tongues and tell the person in front of you what you had for breakfast.

[S] Students participate in activity. 

[T] Miss Hunsberger – Now we can all see just how tough it is to talk without your tongue. 

[T] Miss Hunsberger - Denmark is not the last country were popular fairy tales came from. So let’s take a look at England.

[T] England is another origin of notable fairy tales. Jack and the Beanstalk, The Three Little Pigs, and Goldilocks and the 3 Bears are all of English origin. English fairy tales originated from a variety of authors including Jeffrey Chaucer and William Shakespeare. Can any of you tell me some of Shakespeare’s most known works?

[S] Students will answer randomly.

[T] A very prominent author of English fairy tales is a man by the name of Joseph Jacobs. Jacobs was born in Australia, his farther was a politician from London. Jacobs attended school in Sidney up until college. Jacobs would go on to study in England and Germany for college. Jacobs is author of many notorious English fairy tales that many of you I’m sure have heard of. Do any of you know who huffed and puffed and blew the house down?

[S] The Big Bad Wolf

[T] Correct. The story of the Three Little Pigs is one of Joseph Jacobs well known stories that many people know and love. Jacobs has been apart of many other stories such as Goldilocks and the 3 Bears. Jacob’s has also been credited to making a version of Jack and the Beanstalk. Can anybody tell me what was waiting at the top of that beanstalk?

[S] A giant.

[T] Correct, for those of you that haven’t heard the story it is about a poor woman’s son Jack. The two have little money and are forced to sell their last possession, a cow. Jack leads the animal along the road and meets a butcher whose hat is filled with beans. Jack sells the cow for the beans. His mother is furious when she discovers what Jack has done and tosses the beans away. The next morning, Jack finds a beanstalk has grown to the clouds and climbs it even though his mother told him not to. At the top, he discovers a barren countryside, and meets an old woman. She warns him that she is a fairy and he must do exactly as she commands or he and his mother will be destroyed. The fairy tells Jack that Jack's father was a rich man killed by a giant who envied his wealth. The giant allowed his wife and son to be spared on the condition she never tell her son the cause of his father's death. She fled with Jack to live in a lonely cottage. She tells Jack that she is the reason the beanstalk grew. She now tells Jack he is the one who must avenge his father's death and he may take anything that belongs to the giant because it is really his.
Jack nears the giant's mansion and persuades the giant’s wife to hide him in the oven. She does, and the giant comes home. The giant entertains himself with a hen that lays golden eggs. He then falls asleep. Jack grabs the hen, goes down the beanstalk, and gives the hen to his mother. As time passes Jack continues to climb the beanstalk to steal from the giant. They become a wealthy family. Three years later, Jack climbs the beanstalk for a final time. He takes the giant's magic harp, but it calls for help and the giant chases Jack. When Jack reaches the earth, he chops the beanstalk down and the giant falls to his death. Jack promises his mother he will be a dutiful and obedient son. 

[T] Now I want you guys to discuss at your table what you think are some major ideas of the story? 

[S] After discussion, each group will give what their answer was.

[T] The meaning the author was trying to portray was to be a good kid, work hard, and don’t be lazy.

[T] A lot of countries have many tales of their own. Some are old, as we discussed earlier, and some of them are newer. Miss Hunsberger will tell you about some of these newer fairy tales.

	[T] Modern fairy tales are what many call the classics of their childhood.

Now I would like everyone in their group’s write down the names of the seven dwarfs from the Disney Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs.

[S] Students work in teams.

[T] I ask one person from the teams to come up to the front with their group’s paper and compare their answers to the other teams.

[S] Students compare answer and then return to their seats.

[T] Here are some different modern fairy tales. Go through slide show showing the different Disney fairy tales from 1939 – 2010.

Ask students if they know certain things about the different fairy tale. Use random calling.

[S] Students will answer the question about the fairy tales

[T] Go into last activity

	[T] Our next activity will be a Quick Write. If you have an opportunity to write your own fairy tale story, what will be the theme of your fairy tale? I would like you to think of all the information you have learned during class to write about your fairy tale. You will have approximately ten minutes to write your paper.

[S] Students write their paper.

[T] Walk around the classroom and make ourselves available to clarify any information or help students during the activity.

[T] In your groups, please share your stories.

[T] Volunteers to share their stories with the class.
