We think that these resources are useful to not only the teachers, but also the students and can be very useful in reinforcing many of the lessons we teach. Aside from supplementing the lesson many of these tools can be used for assignments and projects both in and outside of the classroom as well. Interested yet? Let’s go ahead and dive in and share with you what we came up with.
Daniel- The first resource I found that I believe is very useful to anyone in the field of agriculture is Kansas AgLand, a resource made available by the Hutchinson News. This website is absolutely full of information and resources that have direct connections to stuff we teach everyday in the Ag Classroom.  For example, it provides direct links to Grain Markets, Livestock Markets, and Mobile Markets.  Having these links readily accessible is a great tool to use when teaching the students Ag Econ; allowing them to explore the markets for themselves and get a first hand look at how the business side of Ag works. Another very useful tool this website provides is access to both Agricultural blogs written by many of the top names in the industry, but also information on when and where there will be live farm shows and seminars. This is great information to have because going and listening to professionals in the field is a great learning tool and experience for the students and they get to hear first hand how to do many of the things we might not be able to cover in class.  It helps to give them a more rounded experience and better knowledge then what I alone might be able to give them.  The last major thing the website provides is the latest news in agriculture that is directly affecting our state.  I think this is a vital tool to be able to have and one I think I will have my students frequent because the things that affect agriculture in our state will trickle down and directly affect everything else, including each one of the students.  Kansas AgLand is a great resource and one that I will make sure is just a click away in my classroom.  (www.ksagland.com)
levi-The Kansas foundation for agriculture in the classroom can be a helpful site for teachers. the site provides a wide range of agricultural facts.  There is a links teachers ans classroom reasources. The teacher link includes dates and places of workshops for ag teachers that are hosted by kansas farm bureau.  It also talks about summer graduate courses that can be taken from kansas universities.  My favorite part of the classroom reasourse link are the lesson plans.

Daniel- Another good source that I found that shares some similarities to Kansas Agland is Agriculture.com. This online resource is packed full of information that is both usable in a lesson, and also provides important information for the students and myself to follow regularly.  Agriculture.com discusses all things involving agriculture but on a national, and international scale. This is super important because even the smallest things that are happening hundreds of miles away will still have an affect on my students and this resource helps to illustrate that.  Another thing this website highlights is farm equipment, crops, and livestock.  I feel like this is a great tool to be able to access because through it I will be able to use visuals in my lesson and it also allows the students to explore the different aspects of agriculture outside of Kansas.  While Kansas is a state rich in ag, I think this website is the best tool I can give my students to explore an entirely different world of Agriculture outside our borders. It is important they see the different crops, livestock, and tools used to make both function so they can get a more in depth few of what agriculture really is, because ag doesn’t look the same in our state as it does in others.
